Minutes from meeting in Reykjavik, Friday 15’th of June 2007.
Representatives from NORKVAL meet Executive Board of Nordic Federation of General Practitioners.

Present:

Reoresentatives from NORKVAL: Janneke (N), Klas (SF), Anders (S), Jesper (DK)

NFGP: Anna (chairman – and chairing the meeting), Gisla (N), Elinborg (IS), Annika (S), Simo (SF), Torsten (DK), Roar (DK – chosen as reporter).

Janneke opened the meeting by describing the structure of NORKVAL and probable possibilities in a cooperation/linking to NFGP:

· NORKVAL is a open network and open to all GP’s in the Nordic countries

· the core of persons in NORKVAL is linked to the national colleges

· NORKVAL experiences in some circumstances a need for a linkage to NFGP – sort of “a stamp” – but on the other hand no need for a tight connection

· it seemed that the use of a part of a common website perhaps what was most needed right now
It was stressed (Torsten) that NORKVAL with the present organisation is a fragile organisation – and the connection to the national colleges is very important.

Gisla stressed that it also was the national colleges that should support the participation in NORKVAL – at least NFGP does not have resources to fund this purpose.
All members of the Executive Board of NFGP agreed on the statement “NFGP is not going to be a mini-WONCA” with network organisations as EQuiP, EURACT etc – but on the other hand: it might be very fruitful for the Nordic Colleges (and finally for the Nordic GP’s!!) to stimulate networking in the Nordic countries – and all agreed that NORKVAL absolutely is a network worth supporting!
The Danish model of “interest-groups” and the Norwegian model of “reference-groups” (both linked to the colleges in some loose/not-so-loose way) were introduced as a possible way forward.

A model for the way forward might look like this:

· NFGP gives Nordic networks the possibility for a loose linking to NFGP

· NFGP finds Nordic networking very valuable and would like to support all such network activities 

· NFGP to produce a short paper stating the status of such linkages (loose structure / networks independent of NFGP / networks should have linkage to national colleges / possibility for use of NFGP website / networks to produce such material to website / no funding of networks by NFGP / network opinions (as for example presented on a networks subdivision of NFGP website) are not necessarily to be seen as NFGP opinions!)
Action plan:

· minutes to be approved 

· Executive Board of NFGP to try to come to a conclusion as soon as possible (mail-round)

· NFGP to present the possibilities to NORKVAL 

· responsible for this action plan: Anna Stavdal
