	1. Impressions and experiences from the Congress
The preliminary impression of the Congress was that it was of a high standard and running smoothly.  The plenary lecture by Richard Norton, Chief Editor of the Lancet, was discussed and it was suggested that SJPHC should publish a summary of his talk.  AS to take contact to Richard Norton to check the possibility of obtaining his manuscript.


	2. SJPHC celebrating its 25th anniversary Thursday afternoon
JK gave a brief outline of the scientific part of the symposium “Promoting research in general practice.  The SJPHC’s 25th Anniversary Symposium”.  Reception with sparkling wine for approx. 100 people ordered. 



	3. Proposals for economic distribution among the colleges with reduced numbers of SJPHC paper copies

Denmark, RM:  DSAM has decided on the model giving the biggest benefit to the country reducing the number of paper copies, i.e. Model 1 of the proposal drawn up.  Furthermore, DSAM would like an email contents alert to be sent to all members of the college.  Members should also have the facility through an internet link of opting for the paper version of the Journal.

Norway, GS:  The Norwegian College has also decided on Model 1 with the following conditions: 1) Free internet access, 2) email to their members with contents of the Journal and link to the website, 3) members to be able to opt for paper version on the website.  Furthermore, it was suggested that the article abstract should be printed in the native language of the author.

Sweden, AEG: Same conclusion as in Denmark and Norway.

Finland, SK:  The college has decided to keep the paper version for the benefit of all members, but also supports the idea of an email advert of contents.

Iceland, EB:  All members of the Icelandic colleg should receive the paper version, i.e. 200 paper copies.  
Further comments:

The requirement of paper copies can be changed from year to year, but deadline for notification of numbers required and addresses of members is October of each year.  According to the contract with Taylor & Francis the number of paper copies can never be less than 1000 in total.
The worry was expressed that the members of the colleges may not have the same familiarity and knowledge of the Journal in a couple of years with the reduced number of paper versions.

AS was satisfied that each college had thoroughly discussed the two model proposals and it was agreed that NFGP would choose Model 1.

The Editorial Office will be in charge of producing the email alert about contents, but the colleges will be responsible for sending it out to members.  Important for members to see the involvement of their respective colleges. 


	4. Planning the meeting with NORKVAL on Friday

AS referred to papers sent out by Poul Brix.  General discussion of what NORKVAL represents in the various countries.  SK:  It is not in NFGP’s interest to become a “Nordic WONCA” and if NORKVAL is accepted as a member of NFGP, lots of other groups or organisations might want to join NFGP.   Suggestion from AS that the Executive Board awaits any proposal from NORKVAL and that no decision is taken regarding their membership of NFGP until it is clear what requests they have.
